Benamar Benatta is a 33 year
old Algerian citizen who trained as an aeronautical
engineer, and came to North America to flee pdlitic
persecution and threats to his life while servinghe
Algerian Armed Forces. On September 5, 2001 Mr.

Benatta crossed the border into Canada and claimed

political asylum. He was put into immigration
detention. While in custody terrorists attacked the
World Trade Centre and other targets on September 1
2001. Mr. Benatta was driven over the border in the
back of a car by Canadian officials and handed twer
U.S. officials where he was tortured. Mr. Benattasw
cleared of any terrorist activity by the FBI in Nowber
2001; however, he spent nearly FIVE years of lfesifi
American prisons. Students had the opportunity to
conduct research in support of Benatta’'s case spain
the Federal government. At the inaugural meeting,
special guests Shirley Heafey, former Chair of the
RCMP Commission for Public Complaints and
Abdullah Almalki, the man at the center of the
lacobucci Inquiry, spoke about Benatta's case.
